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ACA ASSURANCE MOVES TO NEW INTERNATIONAL HEADQUARTERS

Manchester, NH, July 7, 2005 – ACA Assurance, the Franco American Fraternal Benefit Society, today completed its move to a new, modern headquarters in the Brady-Sullivan Tower at 1750 Elm Street, Manchester, NH 03104. The Society will occupy over 15,000 square feet of space.
ACA has been based in Manchester since 1896 and in its previous location at the Franco-American Center on Concord Street since the 1930’s. Henri Bersoux, president and chief executive officer, said, “The historical location on Concord Street held a great deal of sentimental value but was not well suited to modern operations and the rapid growth of the Society.” In the last three years ACA Assurance has experienced very high growth.
The new home office, as insurance headquarters are called, is modern and accommodates better technology and more efficient operations than the prior location. ACA, however, has gone to great lengths to showcase its heritage. The foyer contains a historical display about the Society then and now; the second largest collection of sculptures by noted French Canadian artist Alfred Laliberté; a collection of paintings and pictures of Manchester’s Franco-American mayors; and several more historical displays. As ACA is a Catholic Franco American Society, there are several displays related to ACA’s involvement with the Catholic Church. As ACA board meetings always end with a Catholic Mass, the board room contains an altar from which Father Longchamps, a director appointed to ACA’s Board by the Bishop of Manchester under the Society’s by-laws, will celebrate Mass in the future.
In the last three years ACA Assurance has nearly doubled its premium income, increased assets by more than $20 million, and added more than three million dollars to its capital and surplus funds. Henri Bersoux said, “ACA continues to grow profitably and return more monies to its educational, cultural and charitable activities. We’ve increased funds to many of our fraternal activities and look forward to even more growth in the years to come.”
ACA Assurance employs 80 professionals in Manchester, NH, Three-Rivers and Boucherville, Québec, and in Melbourne, Florida. The Society is licensed as a fraternal benefit life and health insurance society in 13 US states and 10 Canadian provinces. 
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
